Goals: (equitable, sustainable development):
1. Increase affordable housing options, particularly low-income housing, on and off the Mission corridor
2. Preserve existing affordable housing and decrease displacement pressures on existing low-income residents
3. Provide new housing by fostering transit-oriented development to take advantage of Mission Street assets/public transit
4. Protect and promote local, neighborhood-serving businesses and micro-enterprises
5. Retain and enhance the character and diversity of the neighborhood commercial corridor

	2. From your perspective, which of the options presented (Current Heights; Increased 85’ Heights; Density Bonus 85’; Focused Growth; other? _______) do you think best meets and balances the goals and why? Can they be mixed and matched?


	3. Should there be more people living along Mission Street? Specific areas of Mission Street? What are the pros and cons of building more housing along Mission? What type of housing do you think it is most needed in the neighborhood?


	4. Thinking about the commercial environment of Mission Street:  Who is the street serving now? What needs improvement? What are challenges for small businesses? What goods and services do you think it is lacking?


	5. (You can answer this question by drawing on the map)Are there appropriate places on Mission Street where transit-oriented development (TOD) can be achieved through taller heights? What about in the larger Mission area? Are there places where you think heights should be lowered slightly in exchange for taller heights elsewhere? 
In particular, do you think the “focused growth” sites with added heights make sense? What do you think of the idea of generally setting the heights at 55 feet for the corridor between the two BART stations, while allowing some corners to increase to 65-85 feet, based on meeting some standards (do they abut a rear-yard?, is there an ally?, etc..). Should we just keep the heights between the 2 BART stations as they are, while still allowing some corners to increase? Do you have another idea?


	6. Do you have any additional ideas or tools we can look into to help small businesses and to incentivize affordable housing? What do you think of a TOD buffer/overlay area approach?
